His professional activities include serving in several leadership positions within the Decision Sciences Institute and the Academy of Management.

Flynn, Richard M. and Myra Louise Buskirk Professor of Manufacturing Management and Director of the Indiana University Center for International Business Education and Research (IUCIBER) at the Kelley School of Business, Indiana University. Her research interests include world class manufacturing, quality management, operations strategy, JIT and group technology. Dr. Flynn is former Editor-in-Chief and founding editor of Decision Sciences Journal of Innovative Education, and former Editor-in-Chief of Quality Management Journal. She is an Associate Editor of Journal of Operations Management and Decision Sciences. 
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	Prof. Vinod Singhal, Dr. Alfred F. and Patricia L. Knoll Professor of Operations Management, College of Management, Georgia Institute of Technology. He is the Associate Dean of MBA programs, Area Coordinator of Operations Management, and the Associate Director for the Center for Paper Business and Industry Studies, an industry center funded by the Sloan Foundation.
